nn Remove the three screws Remove the three screws 
holding the endholding the end--cover in cover in 
place and set the end cover place and set the end cover 
aside.aside.

nn The Intake and Output The Intake and Output 
filters are located in the filters are located in the 
endend--cover.cover.



Replace the FiltersReplace the Filters

nn Pull out the lint filter and Pull out the lint filter and 
discard.  Put the new filter discard.  Put the new filter 
carefully into place.carefully into place.

nn Replace the input and Replace the input and 
output filters, being careful output filters, being careful 
to place them in the to place them in the 
correct position.correct position.



ReassemblyReassembly

nn Reattach the endReattach the end--cover cover 
being careful to not overbeing careful to not over--
tighten the screws.  tighten the screws.  
OverOver--tightening will crack tightening will crack 
the end cover causing an the end cover causing an 
air pressure leak. air pressure leak. 

nn Replace the endReplace the end--cover cover 
guard, slide the upperguard, slide the upper--
shell back on, and fasten shell back on, and fasten 
in place.in place.
